Provisional Restorations: What to Expect and Frequently Asked Questions
The Role of the Provisional Restorations When Creating a New Smile: It’s All About YOU!

At Mandeville Family Dentistry, we know that communication is vital to our success in pleasing our patients. This is why
we take great pride in creating beautiful, interim provisional restorations (sometimes called “temporaries™) as part of all
of our “Smile Makeovers.” These handcrafted restorations are created from a template made directly from a Diagnostic
Wax-Up, which in essence is a blueprint created by our laboratory for your new smile. Moulds of your teeth in their
preoperative condition are made and sent to our Master Ceramists so that they can literally create a 3 dimensional mock-
up of what you can expect your teeth to look like before we begin our magical smile transformation on your actual teeth.
We will invite you to a “Preview Appointment” where you will be asked to approve the general shape. size. length,
contour and edge position of the teeth we plan to restore. We understand that you really need to see these changes on your
actual teeth in the context of your face, lips and bite, but gaining a general approval on these stone casts serve as our
starting point. If there are changes you would like to make prior to beginning treatment, we will gladly make those
changes on the Wax-Up either in-house, or return the wax-up to the laboratory for major changes. Once you are pleased
with this preliminary mock-up, we will ask that you sign an approval form signifying that we are ready make the
treatment appointment.

The Big Day! It’s Time For a New You!

On the day of treatment, we will alter your teeth using the Wax-Up as our guide, and use a silicone template fabricated
over the Wax-Up you approved so we can transfer that exact look to your mouth. This results in the creation of the
provisional restorations you will wear for approximately 4-6 weeks while the laboratory fabricates your final restorations.
Provisional restorations (temporaries) are made of durable resin in the basic color we choose for your new smile. The
primary purpose is to protect your teeth during this interim phase, and to give you an “Esthetic Preview” of your
new smile. While in place, you will be able to evaluate the general look and feel of your new smile as designed by the
approved Wax-Up. Keep in mind that we may be making extreme changes to your look, and it is common to need a
period of a few days to adjust to your new look. We typically invite you to return to our office 3-5 days after placing
the provisional restorations to discuss any changes you would like to make. At this time, you may either accept the
provisionals “as is,” or request alterations to be made directly on the provisionals themselves. Once you approve the
general esthetics, phonetics (ability to speak), bite, contours and edge position of the provisionals, we will ask you
to sign an approval form permitting us to duplicate it in the final ceramics. To do this, we will make an accurate
mould of your approved provisionals in place in your mouth, and photograph various angles to serve as the final template
for our Master Ceramists. This process assures you complete control over the subtleties of personal preference, and no
surprises on the day of final delivery.

What Can I Expect While Wearing Provisionals?
While we stress the importance of being satisfied with the general esthetics and function of the provisional restorations.

keep in mind that they are in fact “temporary!” They are made of plastic, cemented with temporary cement to enable
easy removal at delivery of the porcelain restorations, and are designed to last for the customary interim period of 4-6
